Job Summary: 
This position reports to the PIB CHN/Nursing Team Lead or designate. Under the supervision of the PIB 
CHN/Nursing Lead, this role provides support in accordance with the policies and guidelines of the PIB 
Homecare Program.  Responsibilities include companionship, socialization and assisting activities of 
daily living such as housekeeping, meal preparation, and promoting personal independence. The Home 
Support Worker also encourages individuals and their families to actively participate in the plan of care. 
Upholding the highest standards of privacy and confidentiality is an essential expectation of this position.
